renovation project the SSRC moved into
what they describe as “spectacular space”
in Farest City Ratner Companies’ tower at
One Pierrepont Plaza.

The 25 000-square-foot open-plan space

provided the arganization with access to

natural daylight and allowed them to create multiple meeting spaces to foster “a
collaborative work environment.”

The new design illustrates “a rehirth of the organization's mission to be a
collaborative team environment where members can continue to advance social
science throughout the world,” the statement said.

In addition to finding the space, the team at Denham Wolf coordinated the project
team, which included Kostow Greenwood Architects, the design architect; TPG
Architecture, the project architect; and R.P. Brennan, the general contractor.

Denham Waolf Real Estate Services also monitored the $3 million renovation and
ouffitting, which incorporated sustainable design features.
